Text of Legislation:  

Remove Sections 1, 2, 3, and 5 from the bill; remove changes in Sections 4 and 6 of the bill and create a penalty enhancement for subsequent offenses of distribution of matter portraying sexual performance by a minor and advertising material portraying sexual performance by a minor.

This bill increases the penalty for second offense of Distribution of matter sexual performance by a minor from a Class D to a Class C felony. It also increases the penalty for second offense of Advertising material portraying a sexual performance by a minor to a Class D felony

The Department of Corrections (DOC) estimates that this bill may result in approximately two additional commitments each year with an average three-year sentence (average 24.5 months time-served).

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, the DOC estimates that this bill could result in approximately two additional inmates in FY03 at a cost of approximately $21,000 and four additional inmates in FY04 at a cost of approximately $42,000.

There are likely additional long-term costs beyond the coming biennium for inmates whose felony offense is raised, pursuant to the bill, from a Class D to a Class C offense.  Increasing the penalty for an estimated one additional inmate each year with an average 3-year sentence (average 24.5 months time-served) to and average 8-year sentence (average 62.1 months time-served) would increase the state felon population by one additional inmate each year beginning 24 months after passage of the bill for 3 additional years.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
