PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure amends KRS 218A.1412 relating to trafficking in controlled substances.  It amends KRS 218A.1415 relating to possession of a controlled substance.  Additionally, the measure amends KRS 510.050, KRS 510.080 and KRS 510.110 to include provisions relating to administration of controlled substances or legend drugs for purposes of committing various sex crimes.  

The HCS makes trafficking in the drug GBH a Class C felony for the first offense and a Class B felony for a second offense.  Also the HCS makes possession of GBH a Class D felony for a first offense and a Class C felony for a second or subsequent offense.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 25GA/HCS on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure relates to trafficking in controlled substances and administration of controlled substances for purposes of committing various sex crimes.

Interviewees from local law enforcement indicated the measure should have little fiscal impact in performance of their duties.  Interviewees stated the measure could add a valuable tool to their efforts in addressing these types of crimes.  However, local law enforcement personnel indicated concerns that prosecutions could be delayed, due to the necessity of obtaining lab analysis, and other factors that could create additional staff time associated with court appearances and other court related duties.

Interviewees representing local jails indicated the measure should have little fiscal impact.  However, they have the same concerns of local law enforcement, that delays in prosecutions create additional expenditures for local governments who are responsible for housing prisoners until the state becomes the steward of these inmates, after they are convicted as felons.  Delays in evidentiary materials, such as lab reports, or other factors creating extended court proceedings, could have some degree of fiscal impact on local government.
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
