On page 1 and each following page, by deleting everything after the enacting clause and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 189 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person commits the offense of fraudulent repair of an air bag if, after an air bag has been activated in a motor vehicle, the person does any of the following:
(a)
Installs a new air bag that does not meet all applicable federal safety standards for the vehicle and is not the correct air bag for the make, model, and year of the motor vehicle;
(b)
Installs a non-deployed, previously installed air bag in a motor vehicle and fails to disclose in writing to the owner or lessee that a non-deployed, previously installed air bag has been installed; or

(c)
Installs or reinstalls any object in lieu of an air bag and fails to disclose in writing to the owner or lessee that the object has been installed.
(2)
Fraudulent repair of an air bag is a Class A misdemeanor.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 189 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The owner of a motor vehicle commits the offense of fraudulent sale of a motor vehicle without an air bag if the air bag deploys while the vehicle is owned by the person and the person chooses not to replace the air bag and knowingly and intentionally fails to disclose to the next purchaser the absence of the air bag.
(2)
Fraudulent sale of a motor vehicle without an air bag is a Class A misdemeanor."
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
