MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Creates a county clerk motor vehicle registration supplement fund. The fund will consist of 3% of the u-drive-it tax collected. Moneys in the fund are to be appropriated equally to counties having a population of less than 17,000.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 138 to create a county clerk motor vehicle registration supplement fund to receive 3% of the u-drive-it tax and provide that the money in the fund is disbursed to counties having a population of 17,000 or less.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The u-drive-it tax is expected to generate $52,050,000 in FY 03 and $54,150,000 in FY 04 for the road fund. Under this bill, 3% of the amount collected from this tax is to be earmarked for the county clerk motor vehicle registration supplement fund. This would amount to a road fund loss of approximately $1.56 million in FY 03 and $1.62 million in FY 04. There are 51 counties with populations less than 17,000 that would receive equal monthly disbursements from the fund.
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
