Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 17.500 and 17.510 relating to sex offender registration to require registration in counties of employment and schooling and require reporting of registration information to the school; amend KRS 532.100 to conform.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

The proposed legislation will significantly impact the workload of Probation and Parole Officers in the community.  The current sex offender registry system has no place for information regarding county of employment, school, or vocation.  Probation and Parole Officers in the county of employment or schooling, if not the county of residence, will be spending a minimum of thirty minutes with the offender who is likely not on their caseload to secure information required pursuant to the bill.  The staff time will be significant with approximately 2,700 sex offenders currently in the registry.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The bill will result in significant fiscal impact for the Department of Corrections, Division of Probation and Parole.  It is estimated that compliance with the bill will require significant additional manpower.  Specifically, one additional officer will be required for each supervisory district for a total of seventeen additional staff.  The fiscal impact is estimated at approximately $595,000 each year.  It is recommended that the Kentucky State Police should be consulted to determine the cost of the software modifications required to the registry to capture and report this additional information.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
