PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 280 GA requires that every county fiscal court not participating in the County Employees Retirement System on July 1, 2002, shall enact a resolution of participation for all general purpose county government employees, including sheriffs and clerks, no later than July 1, 2003.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 280 GA on local governments, is indeterminable, but is expected to be moderate.  The bill requires county fiscal courts that do not participate in the County Employees Retirement System (CERS) to enact a resolution of participation by July 1, 2003.  Currently only two county fiscal courts, Magoffin and Monroe, do not participate in CERS.  Other counties would not be impacted by the bill.  In order to participate, counties must contribute 6.34% of their gross payroll to the retirement system.  Thus, Magoffin and Monroe counties could expect a 6.34 % increase in personnel costs.  Employees of those counties would be required to contribute 5% of their gross pay as their share of the retirement costs.
