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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  2002 SB 45/SCS allows any certified employee of a school district who has been a full-time employee of that school district for at least one year, or a certified employee who has retired from that school district to be eligible to receive housing benefits from the Kentucky Housing Corporation.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  2002 SB 45/SCS amends KRS 198A.010 to include eligible certified employees of school districts within the definition of qualified persons; amends KRS 198A.020, 198A.040, 198A.050, 198A.065, and 198A.080 to allow qualified persons to receive housing benefits; and amends KRS 198A.090 to conform. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is no fiscal impact resulting from the provisions of 2002 SB 45/SCS.
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
