PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 51 makes it a Class D felony to operate a fraud or deceit upon any person in connection with a telephone solicitation.  The bill also makes it a Class D felony to violate any provision of KRS 367.46951 to KRS 367.46999, except that any person who violates  KRS 367.46955 sections 1-10 as amended by the bill will be guilty of a Class B misdemeanor for the first offense, a Class A misdemeanor for the second offense and a Class D felony for a third or subsequent offense.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 51 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Individuals convicted of a Class D felony may be housed in county jails for the duration of their sentence, but the state reimburses counties at a rate of $27.52 per day for housing Class D felons.  However, the reimbursement would not begin until after the convict has been sentenced.  Costs associated with housing the convict before sentencing would be borne by the county. Additionally, Class B misdemeanors are punishable by up to ninety (90) days incarceration, and Class A misdemeanors are punishable by up to twelve (12) months incarceration.  The state does not reimburse county jails for housing individuals convicted of a misdemeanor.  However, additional county expenses are expected to be minimal because local law enforcement officials do not anticipate a large number of convictions under the bill.  It is anticipated the telemarketers will alter their behavior to conform to the provisions of the bill.
