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AN ACT relating to consumer protection.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 367.46951 TO 367.46999 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Notwithstanding KRS 367.46951(2) and 367.46955(15), any person sixty-five (65) years of age or older may apply to the Office of the Attorney General, Division of Consumer Protection, to be listed on the "zero call" list. The Attorney General shall place the name and telephone number of the applicant on this list. The Attorney General shall not remove the name and telephone number unless requested to do so in writing by the applicant, or upon notice that the given telephone number is no longer held in the name of the applicant. No person shall make a telephone solicitation of any type to a person who is on the "zero call" list unless the telephone solicitation is made pursuant to the prior express invitation or permission of the applicant.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 367.46951 TO 367.46999 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any violation of Section 1 of this Act shall constitute an unfair, false, misleading, or deceptive act or practice in the conduct of trade or commerce in violation of KRS 367.170.

(2)
All of the remedies, powers, and duties provided for the Attorney General by KRS 367.110 to 367.300 and the penalties provided in KRS 367.990, relating to acts and practices violating KRS 367.170, shall apply with equal force and effect to the acts and practices declared unlawful by Section 1 of this Act.

(3)
Nothing in Section 1 of this Act shall be construed to limit or restrict the exercise of powers or the performance of the duties of the Attorney General authorized under any other provision of law.
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
