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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of SB 59/GA is to include the "United States Customs Service" special agents to the list of federal agencies deemed to have the same police powers and duties in the Commonwealth that Kentucky peace officers have.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  SB 59/GA amends KRS 61.365 to include United States Customs Service special agents on the list of federal agencies that have the same police powers in Kentucky that Kentucky officers have.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is no fiscal impact.
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
