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AN ACT relating to redistricting and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Notwithstanding any other provision of law, if the General Assembly does not pass and the Governor does not sign congressional and state legislative redistricting legislation prior to the current January 29, 2002, filing deadline for congressional and state legislative offices, the filing deadline for congressional and state legislative offices established in KRS 118.165(1), the deadline for congressional and state legislative candidates established in KRS 118.125 and 116.055, the 2002 primary election date established as May 28, 2002 in KRS 118.025 and KRS 83A.165, and the provisions of KRS 117.045, 117.085, 117.145, 117.315, 117.389, 118.215, 118.225, shall be suspended for the 2002 primary election and for no other election. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the filing deadline for office under KRS 118.165(1) for congressional and state legislative offices shall be April 16, 2002, the deadline for congressional and state legislative candidates under KRS 118.125 and 116.055 shall be delayed for ninety (90) days, any other necessary election deadlines for the 2002 primary election shall be established by the Secretary of State, and the 2002 primary election date shall be June 18, 2002.

Section 2.   Whereas it is necessary for the 2002 filing deadline for congressional and state legislative races, the 2002 primary election date, and other applicable election deadlines and provisions pertaining to the 2002 primary election to be suspended pending the passage of congressional and state legislative redistricting legislation by the General Assembly, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
