PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a special spay neuter license plate.  All funds received by the Transportation Cabinet will be transmitted annually to the animal control and care fund and will be used exclusively for the development and promotion of spay neuter programs.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 218 (SB 7) is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal. The measure allows an owner or lessee of a motor vehicle registered under the provisions of KRS 186.050(1) or (3) to apply for a special spay neuter license plate.  The total initial application fee for the first 900 special plates will be $63.  The county clerks will receive $3.  The initial application fee for plates in excess of 900 will be $25, of that the county clerks will receive $3.  

A representative from the KY County Clerks Association indicated the measure will have little impact on county clerk offices.  While there is no adequate predictor as to the number of persons interested in having this type of special license plate, it is unlikely a significant number of these plates will be issued, having an indeterminable, but likely minimal fiscal impact.
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
