PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 80/HCS would provide that a person would be "guilty of assault in the third degree" who causes or attempts to cause physical injury to a public or private elementary or secondary school or school district employee or volunteer when the employee or volunteer is acting in the course of their service to the school or school district.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 80/HCS on local governments is indeterminable, but expected to be minimal.

Assault in the third degree is a Class D felony.  Individuals convicted of a Class D felony are housed in county jails for the duration of their sentence, and the state reimburses counties at a rate of $27.52 per day for the period of incarceration.  But the reimbursement does not begin until after the convict has been sentenced, thus costs associated with housing the convict before sentencing are borne exclusively by the county.  However, additional costs to counties as a result of SB 80/GA are expected to be minimal; the Department of Corrections estimates that only two prison commitments per year would result from the addition of school employees or school volunteers to the list of potential victims of an assault in the third degree.

Minimal costs would be expected as a result of the need to train and educate local law enforcement personnel on the additional actions resulting in assault in the third degree.
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
