MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SJR 2 directs the Transportation Cabinet to designate Interstate 64 from Ashland to Louisville “The Purple Heart Highway” and to erect appropriate signs.

PROVISION/MECHANIC:  SJR 2 directs the Transportation Cabinet to designate Interstate 64 from Ashland to Louisville “The Purple Heart Highway”; requires the Transportation Cabinet to erect appropriate highway signs at the Kentucky/West Virginia state line, the Kentucky/Indiana state line, as well as each county traversed by Interstate 64; directs the use of sheeting signs in lieu of panel signs; and directs the Clerk of the Senate to transmit a copy of this Resolution to Secretary James Codell III, Kentucky Transportation Cabinet.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The provisions of SJR 2 would result in the Transportation Cabinet erecting approximately 22 signs along Interstate 64 from Ashland to Louisville, and requires the use of sheeting signs.  The estimated cost of each sheeting sign is approximately $100 per sign.  The 22 signs would include 18 highway signs along both routes at the nine counties traversed by Interstate 64 and four highway signs along both routes at the state lines.  Therefore, the cost to erect the sheeting signs designating Interstate 64 as “The Purple Heart Highway” would be $2,200.
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
