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A JOINT RESOLUTION relating to a study of specified capital projects.

WHEREAS, in fiscal biennium 2000-2002, the University of Kentucky and the University of Louisville selected capital projects authorized by the 2000 General Assembly and initiated procurement of services under an alternative construction delivery method referred to as the construction management-at-risk delivery method; and

WHEREAS, the projects are the University of Louisville Research Building II, Health Sciences Campus, and the University of Kentucky Biomedical/Biological Sciences Research Building; and

WHEREAS, the construction management-at-risk delivery method is new to the Commonwealth of Kentucky and these projects are the first selected by postsecondary institutions using this alternative method of construction;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The University of Kentucky and University of Louisville shall, not later than sixty (60) days after completion of the projects, submit a report to the Capital Projects and Bond Oversight Committee and the Government Contract Review Committee on its respective capital project specified above that were initiated during fiscal biennium 2000-2002 using the construction management-at-risk delivery method.

Section 2.   The report shall include the following:

(a)
A complete analysis of each project, which addresses, but is not limited to, a description of the project as initially authorized versus the final construction, the budgeted versus actual project costs, the initial versus the final project schedule, and the costs and benefits of having used design-build for the project;

A comparison of the project to similar projects constructed using the traditional design-bid-build method; 

(c)
Any general conclusions reached in regards to the use of construction management-at-risk as a construction delivery method; and

(d)
Recommendations to improve future procurement and procedures related to the construction management-at-risk delivery method.
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
