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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the American Heart Association.

WHEREAS, a pioneering group of physicians and social workers formed the first Association for the Prevention and Relief of Heart Disease in New York City in 1915 to conduct studies in New York City and Boston to find out whether heart disease patients could safely return to work; interest spread widely in other cities across the United States and Canada, and recognizing the need for a national organization to share research findings and promote further study, so that six cardiologists representing several groups founded the American Heart Association in 1924; and

WHEREAS, the American Heart Association is a national voluntary health agency whose mission is to decrease disability and death from heart disease, stroke, and other cardiovascular diseases that annually kill nearly one million Americans; and 

WHEREAS, the American Heart Association's scientific findings have moved from laboratories and clinics to physician's offices and American households, and the association has taken positions on important issues and made clear, simple statements to the American public about controlling risk factors and providing credible heart disease and stroke information for effective prevention and treatment;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby commend and applaud the American Heart Association for continuing the fight against cardiovascular disease and heart disease, and promoting heart-healthy living. We thank the association for the many contributions it has voluntarily given to help strengthen the survival rate of the citizens of this great Commonwealth, and we wish the American Heart Association success in all future endeavors.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the American Heart Association.
