A RESOLUTION acknowledging the Commonwealth of Kentucky's second place ranking in Site Magazine's 2001 Governor's Cup competition.

WHEREAS, Kentucky is one of fourteen states that made the winner's circle of Site Selection Magazine's 2001 Governor's Cup competition, with the winning states meeting ten specific per capita criteria in the economic development arena concerning new or expanded facilities, jobs created, and growth average, to mention only a few; and

WHEREAS, although first place went to the State of Illinois, Kentucky's impressive second place winning in this competition can be attributed in part to the Commonwealth's strength in automobile manufacturing, as well as being a supplier base of this industry; the construction of a $70,000,000 Japanese friction materials and brake products facility and expansion in Washington County; new jobs being created through the business expansion of Citicorp Credit Services in Boone County; and the American Woodwork Corporation expansion facility project that will help to create 260 new jobs over the next three years; and
