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A RESOLUTION confirming the reappointment of Mary L. Persley to the Personnel Board.

WHEREAS, KRS 18A.045 establishes the Personnel Board and requires that it consist of seven members, five appointed by the Governor and two elected by the classified employees of state government; and

WHEREAS, by Executive Order 2001-454, dated April 12, 2001, the Governor has reappointed Mary L. Persley to the Personnel Board for a term expiring January 1, 2004; and

WHEREAS, the Senate finds that Mary L. Persley has met the necessary requirements for service and is not currently employed by the Commonwealth of Kentucky in any capacity; and

WHEREAS, Mary L. Persley has been, and will continue to be, a tremendous asset to the Personnel Board based upon her knowledge of the state personnel system through her years of outstanding service on the board;

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby confirm the reappointment of Mary L. Persley to the Personnel Board for a term expiring on January 1, 2004.
