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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Lee Greenwood.

WHEREAS, Lee Greenwood was born on a farm near Sacramento, California, and through the inspiration and guidance of musician parents, he was able to launch an early career in the entertainment business, beginning in Las Vegas, Nevada, and continuing to Nashville, Tennessee, where his genius in writing and producing such popular songs as "It Turns Me Inside Out," "Ring on Her Finger, Time on Her Hands," and "Ain't No Trick," quickly established him as a major artist, and his latest album, "Same River, Different Bridge" again displays his tremendous talents; and

WHEREAS, Lee Greenwood has twice been the recipient of the Country Music Association's Male Vocalist of the Year Award, as well as a Grammy Award for Best Male Country Vocal Performance, and the 1984 ACM Male Vocalist of the Year Award; his "Greatest Hits" album quickly went platinum, and in 1985, the Country Music Association awarded him Song of the Year for the composition and musical arrangement of "God Bless The USA;" and

WHEREAS, Lee Greenwood's patriotic support for our Armed Forces and Veterans is evidenced by the many performances he gave after the 1991 Gulf War, as well as his soul-stirring performances in the aftermath of the September 11, 2001, attacks on America when he sang during the prayer service at Yankee Stadium, his a cappella performance for the rescue workers at Ground Zero, his performance during the Veteran's Day ceremony at the Vietnam Veterans Memorial in Washington, D. C., and the tree lighting ceremony at the New York Stock Exchange; and

WHEREAS, Lee Greenwood has achieved great success and recognition as a country music artist, and he has tirelessly and selflessly contributed his time and talents in demonstrating his heartfelt feelings to country music enthusiasts across the United States;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby applaud and salute country music celebrity Lee Greenwood for his many achievements in the recording industry, and for his patriotism in the aftermath of September 11, 2001. We wish to him success in all future endeavors, and we are proud and honored to have him appear in concert on March 9, 2002, at the Executive Inn in Owensboro, Kentucky.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Lee Greenwood.
