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A RESOLUTION declaring the month of October 2002, and October of each year thereafter, as Kentucky Business and Professional Women's Month.

WHEREAS, working women constitute 82.7 million of the nation's work force, and strive to serve their communities, their states, and their nation in professional, civic, and cultural capacities; and

WHEREAS, women-owned businesses account for over one-third of all firms in the country and provide employment for one out of every four workers in the United States; and

WHEREAS, major goals of business and professional women are to promote equality for all women, and to help create better conditions for business women through the study of social, educational, economic, and political problems; and

WHEREAS, all of us are proud of their leadership in these many fields of endeavor;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby declare the month of October, 2002, and October of each year thereafter, as Kentucky Business and Professional Women's Month. We are proud to honor business and professional women in the State of Kentucky, and we recognize the many contributions made by Kentucky's business and professional women throughout the Commonwealth.
