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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Quinn Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church.

WHEREAS, Quinn Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church was founded by the Reverend David Smith, who conducted services in the homes of slaves, and its first permanent location was in a stable at Second and Main Streets in Louisville in 1838; and in 1907, the church settled at 912 West Chestnut Street; and

WHEREAS, Quinn Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church has been a central unifying force in the Louisville community, and it flourished during the twentieth century as a voice for civil rights issues such as integration, urban housing, and racial profiling; it was the site of general sessions of the Kentucky Negro Education Association for many years, and the starting point for marches led by the Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr. in 1967 and the Reverend Jesse Jackson in 2000; and

WHEREAS, on March 3, 2002, Quinn Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church moved to its new $2.3 million building at 1901 West Muhammad Ali Boulevard, adorned with crimson carpeting, four brass chandeliers, a state-of-the-art light and sound system, and 16 stained glass windows depicting icons of the church, and it also includes classrooms, a cry room for babies, a bridal suite, a room for the church's archives, a choir room, and business offices; and plans are in the process for the second phase construction that will provide places for child care, a youth center, administrative offices, and a bookstore; and

WHEREAS, the Reverend George Moore, Jr. is to be commended for his vision and leadership abilities in leading his flock of the Quinn Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church into the twenty-first century, and his congregation is indeed blessed to receive the peace and joy their shepherd so lovingly gives;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body is indeed proud to recognize and honor Quinn Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church, and wishes to the Reverend George Moore, Jr. and his congregation success in all future endeavors at their new location at 1901 West Muhammad Ali Boulevard in Louisville, Kentucky.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Quinn Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church.
