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A RESOLUTION encouraging the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet to consider changes to the Ninth Street extension project in the Louisville area.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet and the City of Louisville have been involved in planning and constructing the extension of Ninth Street in downtown for approximately forty years; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet is currently working on the extension of Ninth Street; and

WHEREAS, the scope of the project is to extend Ninth Street into a residential area known as Old Louisville; and

WHEREAS, the Ninth Street extension project is expected to result in heavier traffic volumes in this residential area;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate encourages the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet to review and consider the use of state and federal grant moneys, or any other resource, to expand the scope of the Ninth Street extension project to include an improvement of the Seventh Street corridor between Myrtle Street and the Watterson Expressway. The cabinet is also encouraged to coordinate the expanded project with the Manslick Interchange at the Watterson Expressway and alternative links to Interstate 65 in order to provide outlets for the higher traffic volumes in the affected residential areas.
