WHEREAS, the great state of Kentucky stands at the crossroads of America, with over seventy-five percent of the North American market accessible by road or rail within twenty-four hours; and

WHEREAS, the great state of Kentucky stands ready to offer many resources that are uniquely poised to help the Hyundai Motor Corporation achieve its goals, some of which are the most productive workforce in these United States, the ready availability of low-cost energy, and many ideal locations upon which the Hyundai Motor Corporation may build its automobile assembly facility;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body does hereby urge the Hyundai Motor Company of South Korea to locate its automobile assembly facility within the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky does hereby stand ready to offer a warm welcome to what it hopes shall become Kentucky's newest corporate citizen.
