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A RESOLUTION recognizing the work of the Alzheimer's Association.

WHEREAS, Alzheimer's disease is a progressive, degenerative disease of the brain and the most common form of dementia. Persons diagnosed with Alzheimer's will live an average of 8 years and as many as 20 years with the disease, and most will need the services of long-term care at some point in their illness; and

WHEREAS, currently, over 4 million people in the United States suffer with Alzheimer's disease, and 67,625 are citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, unless science finds a cure for Alzheimer's disease, projections show that by 2050, 14 million people in the United States will have Alzheimer's disease, of which 110,453 will be citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and at present in Kentucky, approximately 14,200 persons with Alzheimer's disease rely daily on direct care staff working in licensed facilities; and

WHEREAS, the Alzheimer's Association-Kentucky Coalition is a nonprofit, charitable, tax-exempt organization dedicated to family service, education and research on Alzheimer's disease, and it is to be commended for its efforts in supporting legislation that benefits patients with Alzheimer's disease;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body does hereby recognize and applaud the Alzheimer's Association-Kentucky Coalition for its dedicated service to people who are suffering from Alzheimer's disease, and for its support of quality care for patients in long-term nursing home facilities.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the Alzheimer's Association-Kentucky Coalition.
