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A RESOLUTION honoring the Electronic Crime Section of the Kentucky State Police.

WHEREAS, electronic crime ranges from identity theft, fraud, child pornography, computer hacking, Internet stalking, and threatening and harassing e-mail, and is as diverse as crime itself; and

WHEREAS, only this week the FBI made arrests in a multicontinental child pornography ring; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky State Police Electronic Crime Section was established on August 1, 2000; and

WHEREAS, when a computer related crime is reported to any one of the sixteen State Police posts the case officer may contact the Electronic Crime Section for technical support; and

WHEREAS, the Electronic Crime Section comprises only one Captain, two detectives, and a section secretary; and

WHEREAS, not even two years old, the Electronic Crime Section has already investigated 242 computer related complaints and has conducted 75 forensic case investigations which often require comprehensive investigation of confiscated computers to detect hidden data concealed thereon; and

WHEREAS, electronic crime investigation requires skilled, patient work and dedication to take a computer on which a criminal has attempted to hide the evidence of his or her crime and unravel that information into a case which may be prosecuted or to prove that a suspect is innocent; and

WHEREAS, the Electronic Crime Section has established a high standard of professionalism, exemplifying the high standard of professionalism and excellence exhibited by the Kentucky State Police in general;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky does hereby recognize, commend, and honor the Electronic Crime Section of the Kentucky State Police for the high degree of excellence, dedication, and work exhibited by the Captain, detectives, and secretary assigned to that section.

Section 2.   That the Clerk of the Senate present copies of this resolution to the Secretary of the Justice Cabinet, the Commissioner of State Police, and each member of the Electronic Crime Section of the Kentucky State Police.
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
