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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the Lexington Legends baseball team.

WHEREAS, a Class A affiliate of the Houston Astros and playing in the South Atlantic League, the Lexington Legends baseball team completed its inaugural season in 2001; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Legends baseball team drew over 450,000 adoring fans to Applebee's Park during its inaugural season which averaged 6,500 people per game; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Legends compiled an impressive record of 92 wins with only 48 losses; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Legends had a .657 winning percentage which gave the 2001 Legends the best record in all of minor league baseball; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Legends can proudly boast of the following records the team either set or broke in the team's inaugural season: most extra base hits (16) in a game with 13 doubles and 3 home runs against the Delmarva Shorebirds which broke the existing record of 13; most extra base hits (493) in a season with 297 doubles, 43 triples, and 153 home runs which broke the existing record of 443 set in 1998; most doubles (13) in a game which broke the existing record of 10 set in 1997; most total bases (2,163) set in a season which broke the existing record of 2,068 set in 2000; most doubles (297) in a season which broke the record of 293 set in 1997; and most strikeouts (1,235) in a season which broke the record of 1,229 set in 1996; and

WHEREAS, baseball would not have returned to Lexington without the vision, dedication, and sacrifice of the Legends President and CEO Alan Stein, who fought for ten years to build his dream -- an impressive accomplishment considering he built the team and Applebee's Park without any local, state, or federal tax dollars;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body, both individually and collectively, hereby hail and commend the Lexington Legends baseball team upon the unprecedented success of the team in its inaugural season.

Section 2.   The Senate hereby proclaims each officer, coach, and member of the Lexington Legends baseball team to be outstanding citizens and exemplary representatives of the Commonwealth.

Section 3.   When the Senate does adjourn this day, Wednesday, March 27, 2002, it does so in honor of the Lexington Legends baseball team.
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
