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A RESOLUTION declaring May 11, 2002, to be Michael Quinlan Brain Cancer Foundation Day in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Michael Quinlan was a journalist in the true sense of the word, working for the Courier-Journal for nineteen years, and many of those years in its capital bureau in Frankfort; and when we reflect upon the memory of Michael Quinlan, we are reminded of his truth in journalism and his compassion for and understanding of the common man which he demonstrated daily throughout his life; he earned great respect from legislators and his peers for his coverage of health insurance problems faced by many Kentuckians; rules violations at child-care centers and shortcomings in the state's regulation of the centers; and inadequate services for people with mental retardation and mental illness; and he has been credited with accelerating the start of health care coverage for thousands of Kentucky's indigent children; and

WHEREAS, Michael Quinlan died of brain cancer on April 20, 2001, at forty-five years of age; he was the devoted husband of Kathy Mason Quinlan, and the loving father of a daughter, Jennifer Quinlan; he was the adored son of Agnes Davis Quinlan and the late Urban Joseph Quinlan, and he was the loving brother of three sisters, Eileen Edlin, Colleen Ashcraft, and Maureen Rubini-Quinlan; and his premature passing has left a void that cannot be filled; and

WHEREAS, The Michael Quinlan Brain Cancer Foundation is committed to helping those diagnosed with brain cancer find the best possible treatment available for their type of brain cancer, to provide financial assistance when needed, and to support and promote brain cancer research centers; and

WHEREAS, the first Annual Walkathon for The Michael Quinlan Brain Cancer Foundation will be held on Saturday, May 11, 2002, with registration at 8:00 a.m. and the Walkathon beginning at 10:00 a.m. on the Great Lawn at Waterfront Park in downtown Louisville, and it will be officiated by Mayor Dave Armstrong and Senator David Karem, Waterfront Development Corporation;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body declares May 11, 2002, to be Michael Quinlan Brain Cancer Foundation Day, and we urge all citizens in the Commonwealth of Kentucky to participate in this worthy cause with pledges through donations and sponsorships.
