With deepest respect and admiration, we celebrate the life of and pay homage and tribute to Laura Hopper Hammond, and we pause in silent reverence for her soul.

WHEREAS, Laura Hopper Hammond was born on November 12, 1900, a native of Russell County, Kentucky, and she traversed these earthly bounds on May 9, 2001; and
