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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of James W. Larmouth.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to James W. Larmouth, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, James W. Larmouth was born on September 9, 1921, a native of Earlington, Hopkins County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on April 3, 2002; and

WHEREAS, James W. Larmouth was the loving son of the late Edward Raymond and Willie Baldwin Larmouth, and he was also preceded in death by a brother, John Larmouth, a sister, Lois DiPasquale, and an infant sister, Emma Lee Larmouth; and he was the loving brother of two surviving brothers, Raymond Allen Larmouth of Earlington, and Jewell M.
