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A RESOLUTION honoring the City of Corbin on its 200th anniversary.

WHEREAS, the city of Corbin, in Whitley County, is the largest town in Whitley County, extending into Knox and Laurel Counties; and

WHEREAS, the city of Corbin was originally called Lynn Camp Territory, but later in 1885 was renamed Corbin, after a local minister, the Reverend James Corbin Floyd; and

WHEREAS, Mayor J. Scott Williamson, the citizens of Corbin, and the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky are proud of this historic heritage; and 

WHEREAS, Corbin is the home of Cumberland Falls, the original Colonel Sanders Cafe and Museum, and Laurel River Lake; and 

WHEREAS, the citizens of Corbin, through their honest hard work and dedication, have built upon that historic foundation first established by their forefathers and have, in that same spirit of historic consciousness, labored without cessation to ensure that Corbin remains a thriving, progressive community; and 

WHEREAS, this is the year of the 200th anniversary of the founding of the City of Corbin;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That the Senate honors the historic City of Corbin in Whitley County on the occasion of the 200th anniversary of its founding and joins with its citizens in celebration.
