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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Forrest Alfred Hoffman.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Forrest Alfred Hoffman, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Forrest Alfred Hoffman was born on June 13, 1929, a native of LaGrange, Oldham County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on April 10, 2001; and

WHEREAS, Forrest Alfred Hoffman was the loving son of the late Alfred Hoffman and Alla Dora Head Hoffman, he was the devoted husband of Jean Goggins Hoffman, the loving stepfather of four stepsons, Larry Johnson, Craig Johnson, James O. Johnson, and Gary Johnson, he was the loving brother to a sister, Barbara H. Riley, and a brother, Jesse J. Hoffman, and he was the proud grandfather of seven grandchildren and five great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Forrest Alfred Hoffman helped organize the civil defense plan for LaGrange during World War II, and he served his country with distinction as a pilot in the United States Air Force during the Korean conflict; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Forrest Alfred Hoffman has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
