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A RESOLUTION condemning the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001.

WHEREAS, on September 11, 2001, the United States experienced an enormous tragedy that produced one of the darkest days in American history; her boundaries were invaded by evil minds resulting in the death of thousands of innocent victims of these atrocities; and

WHEREAS, this nation's strength is derived from its people, so it is by the people that the fight must be won, and the citizens of this great nation stand united as the country begins to rebuild; and they stand united in support of President George W. Bush's firm dedication to rule out the terrorist networks; and

WHEREAS, America was forged by individuals united for a common purpose and dedicated to a common cause, and it is these many different people who, when mixed with the blood, the sweat, and the tears of all those who came before us, make up the cornerstones of this great nation; and

WHEREAS, America wears the face of courage and wisdom; she has borne over a billion sons and daughters, and been loved by a billion more; many people have come to know her, to fight for her and even to die for her, but no one has been able to capture her. America is elusive and powerful. Do not try to suppress her people for it is in God that they place their trust; and

WHEREAS, millions of men and women have given their lives so that we have the greatest gift of all, the gift of freedom, and America stands firm in her commitment to this freedom and democracy; and

WHEREAS, while the buildings which were attacked were burning and in danger of collapse, hundreds of firefighters and police in New York City and Washington, D. C. responded immediately, saved numerous lives, and prevented a much greater tragedy, and in New York City, heroically sacrificed their lives to protect the citizens they were sworn to preserve; and

WHEREAS, following the initial attacks, thousands of firefighters, rescue personnel, disaster responders, National Guard, and emergency management personnel responded to each of the disaster scenes to aid in rescue and recovery operations, and provided meals and other support services so necessary to the continuation of the rescue and recovery operations on a 24 hour a day, seven day a week basis; and

WHEREAS, while some of those responders were personnel from other fire, rescue, and emergency medical services, the bulk of the personnel were volunteers, including many Kentuckians volunteering through their civic organizations, governmental units, churches, synagogues, and mosques; and

WHEREAS, this honorable body stands in support of the women of Afghanistan who, having suffered terrible atrocities at the hands of the Taliban rulers, deserve equal rights and protection under the new system of government that is negotiated to rebuild their war-torn country; and

WHEREAS, the terrorist acts upon the United States of America have aroused the indignation of the entire civilized world, but in the end, terrorism will be crushed by the power of freedom and justice;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body condemns the acts of terrorism on our great nation and remains resolute in its determination to fight for the right and freedom of all its citizens.

Section 2.   This honorable body does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow upon the deaths of these innocent victims, and extends to their families and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of all victims of these tragic events.
