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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the retirement of Harley R. Butler from IBM.

WHEREAS, IBM and the Commonwealth of Kentucky have long enjoyed a rich tradition of cooperation over the years; and

WHEREAS, Harley R. Butler, who joined IBM in 1967, fostered that spirit of cooperation and partnership throughout his career, and, at retirement served as Client Executive for Kentucky and West Virginia; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Butler's responsibilities included the development and management of IBM's relationship with state, local and federal government organizations, as well as economic development; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Butler has partnered with the Commonwealth of Kentucky to bring numerous jobs in information technology to the state; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Butler's accomplishments include assisting:

State government in its move from paper driven format to an electronic data driven format;

The Cabinet for Families and Children in providing the most modern, innovative and technologically advanced systems possible while reducing the time needed to provide benefits for those in need;

The Department of Corrections, the Transportation Cabinet, the Kentucky State Police, the Administrative Office of the Courts, and the Governor's Office for Information Technology by providing support across the entire spectrum of technological services; and

WHEREAS, one of Mr. Butler's most significant accomplishments included the installation of the Kentucky Lottery's infrastructure and technological system, which was the largest statewide network ever installed, and which, as a direct result or Mr. Butler's efforts, came in on schedule, and under budget; and

WHEREAS, for the past 35 years Harley R. Butler has worked for IBM and retired on January 31, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Butler has been a pioneer in bringing Kentucky State Government's information technology system into the 21st. Century;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That when the Senate adjourns today it does so in honor of Harley R. Butler, who retired from IBM after 35 years of faithful service, and the General Assembly joins with Harley's wife Joan, and sons, Mason and Marshall, in congratulating him on his retirement and his exemplary service to IBM and to the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
