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A RESOLUTION honoring the American Heart Association and the Kentucky Cardiovascular Health Coalition.

WHEREAS, since 1900, cardiovascular disease has been the number one killer in the United States except for one year; and

WHEREAS, 61.8 million Americans have one or more types of cardiovascular disease; and

WHEREAS, more than 2,600 Americans die of cardiovascular disease each day, which is an average of one death every 33 seconds; and

WHEREAS, cardiovascular disease claims almost as many lives each year as the other top seven killers combined; and

WHEREAS, the American Heart Association was formed in 1924 to include six founding members representing several groups, and in 1949, after the first national fundraising campaign, the American Heart Association raised $2.7 million; and

WHEREAS, in fiscal year 2000-2001 the American Heart Association in its ever-expanding role spent almost $382 million on research support, public and professional education, and community programs with a national representation of 22.5 million volunteers and supporters; and

WHEREAS, through its relentless efforts the American Heart Association has helped to spotlight the causes and prevention of the many types of cardiovascular diseases that afflict Americans; and

WHEREAS, February is American Heart Month; and

WHEREAS, on April 11, 2001, the Kentucky Cardiovascular Health Coalition met for the first time to write and implement a statewide plan to reduce cardiovascular disease in Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby recognize and applaud the efforts of the American Heart Association and the Kentucky Cardiovascular Health Coalition and encourages the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky to adopt a heart-healthy lifestyle through proper nutrition, diet, activities, and education via the American Heart Association and the Kentucky Cardiovascular Health Coalition.
