WHEREAS, Tracey Lynne Gray was the adored daughter of Sam Gray and Jean Kimball Gray, and she was the loving sister of a brother, Kim Gray of Mayfield, and of two sisters, Leslie Grogan of Memphis, Tennessee, and Ashley Matheny of Mayfield; and

WHEREAS, Tracey Lynne Gray attended East College Elementary School and Mayfield Middle School, and she was a 1985 graduate of Mayfield High School where she was active in the Student Council, French Club, and JDI Club; she was a talented piano student, and she was an active member of Mayfield High School's concert, pep, and marching bands; and she was a member of the band council, a field commander, and she participated in the Flag Corps, and the Rifle Corps; and

WHEREAS, Tracey Lynne Gray graduated from Western Kentucky University with a bachelor of arts degree in 1990, and she was an exchange student at Oxford University in England, in 1988; and

WHEREAS, Tracey Lynne Gray was a devout member of First Baptist Church in Mayfield where she was a past Sunday School teacher; she was a member of the First Baptist Church Personnel Committee, the New Ministries Building Committee, and the Committee on Committees; she had been the Director of the Puppet Ministry, and the stage manager for the Living Christmas Tree; she was a member of Youth Power Surge, and Creative Ministries, and she also was a member of the youth choir, the adult choir, and the hand bell choir; and
