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A RESOLUTION relating to storm and tornado damage in Breckinridge and Webster Counties.

WHEREAS, in the early hours of the morning of Sunday, April 28, 2002, high winds, severe thunderstorms, and one confirmed tornado swept through Breckinridge County and Webster County; and

WHEREAS, in and around the city of Irvington in Breckinridge County, reports indicate that one person died, six people were injured, and 15 to 25 homes were destroyed as a result of the storms' ferocity; and

WHEREAS, in and around the city of Providence in Webster County, reports indicate that 26 people were injured, 32 homes were destroyed, and 114 homes were damaged beyond habitability as a result of the storms' ferocity; and

WHEREAS, the House has noted the timely response emergency crews have made to the areas to begin to repair the damages, both in human lives and infrastructure, as a result of the storms; and

WHEREAS, the emergency crews' efforts are only the beginning to what will ultimately need to be done to restore the communities to their previous state;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House does hereby extend its sympathy to all persons affected by the storm of Sunday, April 28, 2002, especially the citizens of Breckinridge County and Webster County.

Section 2.   The House does hereby commend and thank the organizations, both public and private, that have responded in a timely manner to help alleviate the suffering of those affected individuals.

Section 3.   The House does hereby encourage the Governor of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Honorable Paul Patton, to exercise the full extent of his authority as the head of the executive branch of government to mobilize and make use of all available means, both state and federal, of assisting the residents of Breckinridge County and Webster County as well as those living in the surrounding areas within the Commonwealth affected by the storms.
