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A RESOLUTION supporting the formation of a Civil War era heavy artillery regiment at Camp Nelson staffed by African-Americans.

WHEREAS, the Camp Nelson Civil War Army Depot and Refugee Camp is recognized as a significant local, state, and national heritage site; and

WHEREAS, Jessamine County is continuing to preserve the historic resources and integrity of Camp Nelson for educational purposes and to encourage heritage tourism as part of the economic diversification of Jessamine County; and

WHEREAS, one of the educational components is the formation of the Twelfth United States Colored Heavy Artillery Reactivated Regiment at Camp Nelson; and

WHEREAS, the main purpose of the Regiment is to conduct educational outreach programs within the Camp Nelson site and other locations for children and adults; and

WHEREAS, a number of African-American individuals are committed to serving as members of the regiment detail and have commenced field artillery training on Camp Nelson's 12 pound Napoleon cannon;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate and Senator Tom Buford support the efforts of Jessamine County in the formation of the Twelfth United States Colored Heavy Artillery Reactivated Regiment at Camp Nelson and its efforts to educate the public and broaden the quality of historical interpretations at Camp Nelson Heritage Park.
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
