PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

Eliminates the state property tax on motor vehicles effective January 1, 2004 and the 4% county clerk commissions on those collections.  Imposes a $3 administrative fee on each vehicle, of which the county clerk retains $1 and the remaining $2 is retained by the Revenue Cabinet to maintain the centralized ad valorem tax system for motor vehicles.

County clerks would realize a loss of $3.6 million from eliminating the 4% commission on state motor vehicle property tax collections, and a gain of $3.7 million from the new administrative fee.
