PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 122 GA deletes the provisions of HB 122, and amends KRS 121.150 and 121A.030 to allow gubernatorial slates to accept contributions within the last 28 days prior to the primary election.  It declares an emergency.

ESTIMATED COST

HB 122 GA has no fiscal impact on local government.  While HB 122 could have produced a savings to a county because it eliminated the primary runoff election, HB 122 GA does not address the runoff election issue.  Rather HB 122 GA amends current statutes to allow the gubernatorial slate to accept contributions prior to the primary election.  This amendment does not have an affect on local government. 
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
