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AN ACT relating to insurance.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 12 OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
No property or casualty insurer shall make or permit any unfair discrimination in favor of particular persons, or between insureds or subjects of insurance having substantially like insuring risk, and exposure factors, or expense elements, in the terms or conditions of any insurance contract, or in the rate or amount of premium charged therefore. Unfair discrimination shall include refusing to renew, declining to offer or write, or charging differential rates for an equivalent amount of homeowner's insurance coverage solely because of the geographic area in which the property is located. This subsection prohibits an insurer from filing or charging different rates for different zip code areas within the same city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government.

(2)
This section shall not prohibit the insurer from applying underwriting or rating standards which the insurer applies generally in all other locations in the state. Such underwriting or rating standards shall specifically include but not be limited to standards based upon the proximity of the insured property to an extraordinary hazard, the quality or availability of fire protection services, or the density or concentration of the insurer's risks.
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
