PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS 436 to prohibit an attempt or to perform human cloning.  The measure also prohibits participation in an attempt to perform human cloning or shipping or receiving for any purpose any embryo produced by human cloning or any product derived from any embryo produced by human cloning.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 153 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure prohibits performing or attempting to perform human cloning.  Shipping and/or receiving any embryo produced by human cloning or any product derived from any embryo produced by human cloning is prohibited by the measure.

The number of compliance events constituting a crime associated with provisions of this measure is expected to be minimal.  However, local governments will be responsible for investigating potential compliance infractions that would require additional training of local law enforcement staff in provisions of the measure.  Local government would be responsible for housing individuals charged with these crimes through the period of conviction and final sentencing.  The costs to local government for housing prisoners is $27.51 per day with the average time between conviction and final sentencing to be approximately 45 days.
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
