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AN ACT relating to fees.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 64 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A fee of ten dollars ($10) shall be levied on each uniform citation for any offense written by a city police department, county police department, urban-county police department, charter county police department, consolidated local government police department, or sheriff's office.

(2)
The fee shall be levied upon the conviction, plea of guilty, or Alford plea of a defendant and shall be paid to the circuit clerk who shall distribute the fees as provided in this section.

(3)
Only one (1) uniform citation fee shall be charged in a single case regardless of the number of charges in that single case.

(4)
The circuit clerk shall, monthly, pay the fees received pursuant to this section to the unit of government employing the peace officer who issued the uniform citation.

(5)
The fee provided for in this section shall be in addition to any other fee authorized by law.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 24A.191 TO 24A.193 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any provision of the law to the contrary notwithstanding, fifty percent (50%) of the revenues generated for return to local governments under KRS 24A.191 to 24A.193 shall be returned to eligible local governments by the Finance and Administration Cabinet until June 30, 2004.

(2)
For the eligible local governments who receive base court revenue under KRS 24A.191 to 24A.193, the fee provided for in Section 1 of this Act is intended to replace that revenue.

Section 3.   The following KRS sections are repealed effective June 30, 2004:

24A.190   Definitions for KRS 24A.191 to 24A.193.

24A.191   Computation of net court revenue and base court revenue.

24A.192   Return to cities and counties of net court revenue.

24A.193   Authority for administrative regulations.

Section 4.   Section 2 of this Act is repealed effective June 30, 2004.
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
