Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 520.095, relating to eluding police in the first degree, to increase penalty from Class D to Class C felony; amend KRS 520.100, relating to eluding police in the second degree, to increase the penalty from a Class A misdemeanor to a Class D felony.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The first portion of this bill increases the penalty for fleeing or evading police in the first degree from a Class D to a Class C felony.   This could increase the sentence from the current two years to six years with resulting average time-served from 15.1 months to 33 months, an increase of 17.9 months.  The Department of Corrections (DOC) currently averages 111 commitments per year for this felony.  This portion of the bill would have no impact in FY 04 and only partial impact in FY 05 because these offenders would already serve an average of 15.1 months as a Class D but would serve an additional 17.9 months on average after serving 15.1 months.  This translates into an increase in the felon Average Daily Population (ADP) by 82 inmates in FY 05 of 111 inmates serving an additional 8.9 months (111 inmates x 8.9 months / 12 months = 82).  

The second portion of this bill increases the penalty for fleeing or evading police in the second degree from a Class A misdemeanor to a Class D felony.  The Department estimates that this provision may result in an increase of 75 inmates in FY 04 with an average two-year sentence serving approximately nine months in FY 04 and the balance of six months in FY 05 (9 + 6.1 = 15.1 months total time-served).  There would be 75 additional felony convictions in FY 05 and every year thereafter as well.  Expressed as Average Daily Population (ADP) for budgetary purposes, the result of this portion of the bill would be 56 inmates in FY 04 (75 inmates x 9 months / 12 months = 56 ADP).  The ADP result in FY 05 would be 113 inmates ((75 inmates x 6.1 months / 12) + (75 inmates x 12 months / 12)) = 113 ADP).



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assumptions noted above, this bill would increase the number of inmates by 56 ADP in FY 04 at a cost of approximately $588,000 (Class D’s) and 195 additional inmates ADP (82 Class C’s and 113 Class D’s = 195) in FY 05 at a cost of approximately $2M.
