MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 236 amends KRS 12.350 and Section 2 of KRS 15A.190 by requiring the Governor's Office of Child Abuse and Domestic Violence Services, in conjunction with the Justice Cabinet, the Cabinet for Families and Children, and the Cabinet for Health Services, to analyze data collected and reported on a form prescribed under KRS 15A.190; and requires the results of their analysis to be reported to the Legislative Research Commission prior to September 1 each year.  HB 236 amends KRS 15A.190 by requiring the Justice Cabinet, in conjunction with the Governor’s Office of Child Abuse and Domestic Violence Services, the Cabinet for Families and Children, and the Cabinet for Health Services, to analyze the data collected on the form prescribed under KRS 15A.190 to determine the incidence of  domestic violence, child abuse, and victimization of the elderly; and requires the analysis to include statistics on the incidence of domestic violence occurring in the workplace, involving a lethal weapon, resulting in medical care, and occurring during pregnancy.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 236 amends KRS 12.350  and Section 2 of KRS 15A.190 as follows:  Amends KRS 12.350  by adding language that assigns the additional duty to the Governor's Office of Child Abuse and Domestic Violence Services to work with staff from the Justice Cabinet, the Cabinet for Families and Children, and the Cabinet for Health Services to analyze domestic violence and child abuse data collected utilizing the form prescribed under KRS 15A.190, and report the findings to the Legislative Research Commission prior to September 1 of each year; amends KRS 15A.190 by requiring the Justice Cabinet, in conjunction with the Office of Child Abuse and Domestic Violence Services, the Cabinet for Families and Children, and the Cabinet for Health Services, to analyze the data collected on the prescribed form to determine the incidence of domestic violence, child abuse, and victimization of the elderly; and requires the analysis to include statistics on the incidence of domestic violence occurring in the workplace, involving a lethal weapon, resulting in medical care, and occurring during pregnancy.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

It appears that data collected is not always being reported on the required form prescribed under KRS 15A.190 by all involved parties; when collected data is reported on the prescribed form, the data may not always be complete; and there is currently no electronic repository to input, gather or analyze the data collected sufficient for all the agencies noted to comply with this Act.

It is unknown if additional staff would be required to create a program and database for input of the collected data necessary for compilation and analysis of the statistical data required under this Act.  Additionally, it is unclear if one or more electronic databases would need to be established in order for the Governor's Office of Domestic Violence Services and the Justice Cabinet to fulfill their duties, in conjunction with each other, the Cabinet for Health Services and the Cabinet for Families and Children, as prescribed by this Act.  

Assuming it would be necessary to create an electronic database to be utilized by the Governor's Office of Child Abuse and Domestic Services, the Justice Cabinet, the Cabinet for Families and Children, and the Cabinet for Health Services, separately, or in conjunction with each other, for input of data collected, compilation, and/or analysis, the fiscal impact of this Act could be up to approximately $320,000 the first year based on the estimations presented below.  Furthermore, it is assumed that only the first year of costs would be applicable, FY 2003-04 - the last year of this budget biennium, assuming a July 1, 2003 effective date for this Act.
Assumption 1:

Assuming it would be necessary for one or more agencies to hire an IT Database Specialist for creation or modification of a new or existing electronic database system, and/or hire an entry-level Data Entry Operator for data input would be approximately $80,000 per year per agency, or approximately $320,000 per year if all agencies had to hire these 2 additional staff.

Based on current KY Personnel Classification System records:

The estimated annual cost for one full-time IT Database Specialist is approximately $57,000, including benefits (FICA @ 7.65% = $3,700, Retirement @ 5.89% = $2,800; and Life/Health @ $200/month or $2,400/year = $8,900 total benefits).

The estimated cost for one full-time entry level Data Entry Operator is approximately $23,000, including benefits (FICA @ 7.65% = $1,400, retirement @ 5.89% = $1,100, and Life/Health @ $200/month or $2,400/year = $4,900 total benefits).

Assumption 2:

Assuming no additional staff would be necessary, and only upgrades to existing database systems would be necessary to comply with these proposed statutory requirements, it is estimated that costs could be approximately $50,000 for equipment and/or software upgrades per agency, totaling up to approximately $200,000 for all 4 agencies.
