Text of Legislation:  

Create new sections of KRS Chapter 438 to prohibit cloning for the purpose of producing a child; require persons and organizations engaging in cloning activities to register with the Cabinet for Health Services.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates a Class C or D felony relating to certain specified activities involving human cloning. The Department of Corrections (DOC) estimates that passage of this bill could result in one additional inmate in FY 04 with a sentence of five years (21.4 months time-served) and two additional inmates in FY 05.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, and allowing for credit time, date of sentence imposition, felony class, and likely incarceration location (i.e., county jail, state institution), the Department estimates that passage of this bill could result in one additional inmate in FY 04 at a cost of approximately $7,900 and two additional inmates in FY 05 at a cost of approximately $21,500.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
