MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 295 amends KRS 422.090 to establish the circumstances under which a county clerk shall release military discharge papers on file.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 295 amends KRS 422.090 as follows.  HB 295 makes the names of persons discharged from the military and recorded with the county clerk permanent public record subject to the Kentucky Open Records Act, KRS 61.870 to 61.884 and KRS 61.991; makes discharge papers recorded with the county clerk not open public records subject to the Kentucky Open Records Act; allows living veterans, the widow or widower, child, parent, grandchild, grandparent, or sibling of a deceased veteran to obtain a certified or attested copy of his or her discharge papers; allows a funeral director handling the funeral arrangements for a deceased veteran to obtain a certified or attested copy of that veteran's discharge papers; makes discharge papers subject to discovery under federal and Kentucky rules of criminal and civil procedure; and requires the county clerk to provide a certified or attested copy of discharge papers to a person when directed to do so by a court order. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:
