Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 213 to require the Commonwealth to create indexes of birth, death, marriage, and divorce vital records; establish the contents of the indexes; require the Department for Libraries and Archives to provide copies of the indexes to the public for a fee; require the Department for Libraries and Archives to permit the public to inspect the indexes free of charge; amend KRS 213.041 to enhance the security features of certified copies of vital records; amend KRS 213.131 to establish who may obtain a certified copy of a vital record; amend KRS 213.136 to subject vital records to civil and criminal discovery under federal and state rules; require the Office of Vital Statistics to provide a certified copy of a vital record to a person when directed to do so by court order; amend KRS 213.991 to increase the penalties for violating the vital records statutes.  Retain original provisions; delete the requirement that the Governor's Office of Technology keeps the data in confidence and that the data be exempt from the Open Records Act.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill increases the penalty for violation of vital records statutes from a Class A misdemeanor to a Class D felony.  It could result in one additional inmate in FY 04 with a one year sentence (average time served of 7.5 months) and one additional inmate in FY 05.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, and allowing for credit time, date of sentence imposition, felony class, and likely incarceration location (i.e., county jail, state institution), this bill could result in one additional inmate in FY 04 at a cost of $6,600 and one additional inmate in FY 05 at a cost of  $6,700.

NOTE:  In all cases, consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
