MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

To amend KRS 164.7874 to include the definition of the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System in the Kentucky educational excellence scholarship program; to amend KRS 164.7879 to provide a one-time supplemental award to students who receive a designation of "proficient" or "distinguished" on the twelfth grade on-demand writing component of the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System; to provide a $100 award for "proficient" and a $200 award for "distinguished" ranking; to amend KRS 164.7885 to require the Department of Education to transmit to the Kentucky Higher Education Assistance Authority, by January 1 of each year, a list of all students who graduated the prior year with a ranking of "proficient" or "distinguished" for the on-demand writing component of the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System; to require the authority to notify each eligible student of his or her one-time supplemental award; to amend KRS 164.7881 to conform.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends KRS 164.7874 to include the definition of the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System in the Kentucky educational excellence scholarship program; amends KRS 164.7879 to provide a one-time supplemental award to students who receive a designation of "proficient" or "distinguished" on the twelfth grade on-demand writing component of the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System; provides a $100 award for "proficient" and a $200 award for "distinguished" ranking; amends KRS 164.7885 to require the Department of Education to transmit to the Kentucky Higher Education Assistance Authority, by January 1 of each year, a list of all students who graduated the prior year with a ranking of "proficient" or "distinguished" for the on-demand writing component of the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System; requires the authority to notify each eligible student of his or her one-time supplemental award; amends KRS 164.7881 to conform.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of HB 325 is $684,700.

The Kentucky Department of Education reports on-demand-writing for spring 2002, that 6,659 seniors scored proficient and 94 scored distinguished on the twelfth grade component of the Commonwealth Accountability Testing System.  The fiscal impact is calculated as follows:



6,659 proficient scorers times the one-time award of $100 = $665,900



94 distinguished scorers times the one time award of $200=      18,800
