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AN ACT relating to permitting solid waste sites or facilities.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBCHAPTER 40 OF KRS CHAPTER 224 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Before an owner or operator of a transfer facility for solid waste may accept waste, the owner or operator shall register with the cabinet as directed by administrative regulations of the cabinet. The registration shall be effective thirty (30) days after receipt by the cabinet unless the cabinet denies the registration within the thirty (30) days. An effective registration shall authorize the owner or operator to accept solid waste under a registered permit-by-rule. The cabinet shall deny the registration if the transfer facility for solid waste does not comply with applicable local ordinances or if the registration fails to comply with other requirements of statutes or administrative regulations administered by the cabinet.

(2)
When an owner or operator of a transfer facility for solid waste registers with the cabinet, the owner or operator shall certify to the cabinet that:

(a)
A copy of the registration has been provided to the governing body of the solid waste management area where the transfer station is to be located; and

(b)
The transfer station complies with all local ordinances.

(3)
If within the thirty (30) day period of cabinet review new or amended local ordinances become effective, the owner or operator shall immediately notify the cabinet of the changed local ordinances. Upon receipt of the notice, the cabinet shall suspend the registration until the owner or operator certifies to the cabinet that the transfer station complies with the new or amended local ordinances. Upon receipt of the certification and if all other requirements for the registered permit-by-rule have been met, the registration shall become effective.
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
