MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of House Bill 351 is to require the Board of Pharmacy to adopt administrative regulations to require manufacturers and wholesalers to report any incident of misbranded or adulterated drugs about which the manufacturers or wholesalers are aware if the drug would otherwise have been distributed.  In addition, manufacturers shall inform wholesalers and retailers of drugs about any report of a misbranded, adulterated, deteriorated, damaged, outdated or otherwise recalled drug that has been delivered to wholesalers or retailers.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  House Bill 351 amends KRS 315.036 to require manufacturers and wholesalers of drugs to report any incident of misbranded or adulterated drugs that are intended for delivery within the state to the Board of Pharmacy, and require reporting to retailers.
